DRAFT MODEL CONTRACT FOR GRAPE SALES
(please note this is not a legal document and is meant only as guide to initiate discussion between growers and winemakers on the type of legal document required in a grape sales transaction)

WHEREAS
the grower is in the process of grwoing a grape crop on land owned, leased, or othewise controlled by him and 

WHEREAS  the vintner desires to buy the portion of the crop referred to in this agreement.
NOW THEREFORE it is agreed by and between each of the parties hereto as follows:


1.  The Grower agrees to sell and the Vintner agrees to buy the Grower's crop of the varietal _____________ (or if limited by poundage or area described the limitation i.e. "that portion of the Grower's crop of the varietal ___________produced from rows ___________ as shown on the sketch plan hereto annexed.


2.  The Grower agrees to inform the Vintner verbally, in writing or by email his best estimation of the expected poundage from the rows agreed to be sold by not later than 


3.  Following the development of 15  Brix for the grapes agreed to be sold the Grower agrees to begin sampling and testing the Brix once per week in accordance with the method and procedure herein defined.  At 18 Brix the Grower agrees to sample tweice per week and at 20 Brix the Grower agrees to sample 3 times per week.


4.  The Grower agrees to follow only the following sampling procedure: a minimum of 200 berry samples, ramdonly selected from all parts of the grape bunches and from all rows will be pressed into a juice and a reading taken from the spectrometer.


5.  When the grapes reach 18 Brix they will also be tested for acid content in such fashion and with such equipment as may be specified by the Vintner it being understood that the Grower shall not be required to sully any equipment or chemicals to perform the tests.


6.  The Grower will report the results of all tests to the Vintner in writing or by email within 24 hours of completion.


7.  The Grower's email address is ________________________.  The Vintner's email address is _________________________________.  


8.  The Grower shall arrange for and pay any costs for harvesting the grape crop and within 24 hours of the time the Vintner may specify and cause the same to be delivered to the Vintner's winery at __________________________within 6 hours from harvest time.


9.  All grapes will be harvested only in clean, inert, plastic lugs or plastic lined bins of a specified size as may be approved by the Vintner.  


10.  The Grower agrees to supply the Vintner upon request a complete and accurate record of all vineyard spray materials used during the growing year including details of materials used, quantities and frequency of use.


11.  The Grower further agrees to supply the Vintner upon request full and complete information regarding fertilization of the crop area including foliage fertilization.


12.  The Vintner agrees to pay the Grower for the grapes delivered to the Vintner pursuant to this agreement $___________ per pound within 7 days of the delievery date provided the grpaes have attained a Brix reading of 19 or higher and and acid level of not exceeding _____ the Vintner shall not be obligated to purchase the grapes but may do so at a reduced price per pound agreed to by the Grower.  In the event the grapes in the sole and absolute opinion of the Vintner have suffered material damage by bird activity or mildew or other causes the Vintner shall not be obligated to purchase the grapes but may do so at a reduced price per pound agreed to by the Grower.  


13.  The Vintner agrees to visit the Grower's vineyard throughout the growing season and to discuss with the Grower and make recommendations in respect to crop load, shoot thinning, selective fruit zone leaf removal, summer pruning and canopy management.  


14.  The agreement will be binding on the parties hereto and their heirs and assigns
